Chair Agurs made a suggestion that we invite our new Supervisor Ed Diana to our spring meeting.  
Commissioner Soll will contact a possible speaker from Hospice. The topic is “Blankets for Veterans.”  Commissioner Soll will check on her availability for a date in the spring.
Commissioner Lucido presented his ideas for a public  forum, on the same scale as the “Dose of Reality” to be held in the late spring or early summer.  Topics to be considered would be TBI and Williams Syndrome, which could be classified as silent human rights violations.  Commissioner Lucido said that he would need a commitment of 10-12 committee members who would be willing to give approximately 10 hours a week for 8 weeks for this forum to be a success. Commissioners will give this some consideration for a future public forum.
Co-Chair DeNeve asked if the above topics were specifically covered by Human Rights Law. This is to be researched & determined at a later date. 
Secretary Gesztesi will continue to monitor the phones for the month of December.
